Through a well-executed methodology, 
his thesis, The Multivalent Moment in Jean-Pierre de Caussade’s 
L’abandon à la Providence divine and Virginia Woolf ’s Mrs. Dalloway, 
weaves together complex ideas which culminate in a scholarly and 
multi-disciplined development of the presenting concept of ‘moment’. Dr 
Barclay has excelled in his engagement with current and past scholarship, 
and mastery of the French language, with his dissertation demonstrating 
a high level of academic acumen.

Rather than emphasising 
eschatological alertness, the merging of these figures informs the identity 
of the ekklēsia in Thessalonica.
